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PREDICT: Choose a stopping point to guess what will happen next. (#1)Write down the situation, the page number, and your prediction.  (#2) Then read on and write down what really happened.  If you don’t get an answer, then write down what you think will happen and why (INFERENCE).

VISUALIZE: What image comes to your head as you read?  Draw it and write a sentence to explain it.

QUESTION: Search for reasons behind events or characters’ feelings.  Write two questions about what you are reading. Explain why/how you came up with the question.

  Ask good, meaningful questions, not silly, unimportant ones!
CLARIFY: Stop and review what you understand.  Look for answers to your previous questions.  Write things you know now, but you didn’t before.  Make sure to elaborate on your answer (explain how you know what you know).  If you don’t get an answer, make an educated guess (INFERENCE).

EVALUATE: What opinions have you formed about the material you have read?  State your opinions of the characters’ thoughts, actions, decisions, or feelings.  Start with “I think” or “I believe.”  Be sure to elaborate and answer the “so what.”

CONNECT: Make connections with the book to your life, another text, or the world around you.  What lessons can be learned?  Make the connection meaningful. Do not choose something random.  Think “big picture.”
